GENERAL INFORMATION
1. W hile this retreat is Catholic sponsored, Scouts of all faiths are warm ly welcom ed!
2. This Retreat is one which involves the youth in a number of hands on, fun, challenging and thought provoking activities – like a
Cam poree. It is anything but boring! The youth are fully engaged from  the tim e they arrive in a number of icebreakers and games.
Retreat activities and Prayer services are integrated with recreational and social activities. W ithout exception, all the Scouts who
attended last year can't wait 'til next year!
3.   In addition to the program for youth, a program for adults is offered on Saturday which includes several sem inars specially
designed to be of interest to adults on spiritual & scouting related topics. This year, the New England Catholic Scouting
Conference will be taking place during our Retreat on Saturday Sept. 14.
4.   All troops provide their own m enu, food (except for Saturday supper), gear, transportation, and cooking utensils. Only
Hibachi-type grills or Coleman-type stoves are perm itted for cooking. Hom em ade sterno type cans that m ust be refilled are not
allowed. All cooking m ust be done outside the cabins and away from  the buildings, porches and trees. Cabins have bunk beds
with m attresses, sinks, and bathrooms. (These cabins are luxury suites compared to m ost other cam ps!)
5.   W e encourage troops to consider bringing tents! There are m any nice tenting spots available on the 152 acres of Cam p Fatim a
property.
6.   Arrival tim e: Friday, Septem ber 13 between 6:00 - 8:00 pm
Departure tim e: Sunday, Septem ber 15 around 11:30 am . Cam p m ust be clear by 12 Noon. 
Those providing rides home are welcom e to the closing Mass on Sunday at 9:30am .
7.   Uniforms should be worn for Saturday supper & Sunday Mass. Bring warm  clothes & rain gear.
8.   Checks should be m ade out to: RCBM.
9.   A Perm ission Slip m ust be signed by the parents of each Scout who is attending.
10. A Troop Registration Form  should be m ailed or faxed to arrive no later than Monday Septem ber 9, 2024. Please try
to m eet this deadline for our planning purposes.
